Westchester County Clerk
Personal Identification Card Guidelines
(Revised, September 1, 2025)

Pursuant to the Laws of Westchester County §265.181, the Westchester County Clerk, is
authorized to issue a Personal Identification Card to an individual providing “sufficient proof of
identity, date of birth, and residency, in accordance with guidelines published by the County
Clerk, to satisfy the County Clerk office that the applicant is the person described.”

The following guidelines shall apply to applicants for a personal identification card:

Application:

A.

The applicant shall complete an application which includes the applicant’s name,
address and data of birth, gender (*), height in feet and inches and eye color. Said
information shall be included on the personal identification card. (*) Applicant
may, in his/her sole discretion, request to withdraw gender information from the
card.

Pursuant to §265.181 (3) an application fee of eight dollars ($8.00) and a ten
dollars (510.00) photo card fee shall be paid upon application. Seniors 65 and over
shall be charge seven dollars ($7.00) for the photo card fee plus the eight dollar
(58.00) application fee.

General Requirements: The Westchester County Clerk office will not issue a personal

identification card for the first time or if the applicant presents a card that has

expired for more than two (2) years until the applicant does the following:

A.

Provide proof of date of birth.

Provide proof of identity: The applicant must provide documents that total 6
points from the attached list. The name of the applicant must be the same on each
document shown as proof of identity. At least one (1) of the documents must have
a photo of the applicant.

Document Requirements:

A.

The applicant’s signature must be on at least one of the documents presented as
identification.

The applicant must provide original documents or documents that are certified by
the issuing agency.



C. Except for those documents marked with an asterisk, the applicant may only use
one type of document as proof once. For example, a credit card is proof for one
point. The applicant may not use three (3) credit cards issued by the same financial
institution to earn three points.

D. There cannot be any erasures or alterations to any documents.

E. Making any false or fraudulent statements to qualify for a personal identification
card may result in criminal prosecution.

Provide Proof of Residency: In order to establish residency, one of the documents
produced by the applicant as proof of identity must provide the current residence
address.

Card Issuance: Upon review and approval of documentation provided by the applicant,
the Westchester County Clerk shall provide an identification card containing the
applicant’s photograph, name, address, date of birth and signature, and the official signature of
the Westchester County Clerk.
